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References - APA

A References page is a list of all the sources you have used for your paper.

e a Reference page appears as its own page(s) at the end of your essay

e centre the title, References, at the top (do not underline, italicize or put it in bold)

e list your sources alphabetically by author’s last name (use the title if author is unknown)

o if you are using multiple sources from one author, list them down chronologically
from oldest to newest

e double space your References page just like the rest of your paper

e include a hanging indent for all citations that are two lines long or more (to do this hit
enter and then the tab key at the start of the line)

e what your Reference page citations will look like depends on the kind of source they are,
use the guide below to find the kind of source you used and its corresponding citation

How to Write Citations for your Reference Page - APA

Printed Book Source:

Author Last name, First initial. Middle initial. (Year Published). Title of Work Italicized. Location:

Book Publisher.

e [f the date of your source is unknown include the initials “n.d.” in the dates place to indicate

“no date”
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e For a print source with two or more authors list them in the order in which they appear on the
source in this format: Author 1 Last name, First initial. Middle initial., Author 2 Last name,
First initial, Middle initial., Author 3 Last name, Fist initial, Middle initial., (...and so on)

e If there are eight or more authors only include the first six authors, add an ellipsis (...), and
then add the last author’s name.

e Itis not necessary to include the entire name of the book publisher — “Inc.,” “Co.,” and

“Publishers” for example, can be omitted from the citation.

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« if the URL is longer than a line, break it up before a punctuation mark.
e do not place a period at the end of the citation

e itisnot necessary to include the names of databases or the date of access

Author's Last name, First initial. Middle initial. (Year, Month Day Published). Title of article. Title

of Newspaper, page range.

Page numbers: If the article is only one page long, use ‘p.” For any articles longer than one page,

use ‘pp.’
